Privacy Policy, Winnebago County Republican Party 
(from Winnebago County Republican Party Bylaws) 

  
 
A.     The WCRP collects information for several reasons. 

1.  Solicit for members, volunteers, and donations. 
2.  Support candidates running for office. 
3.  Identify the general public by party identification and issue positions. 
4. Facilitate communication with members and the general public on various issues of 

interest. 
 B.  Given the type of organization of the Winnebago County Republican Party much personal 
information is collected and maintained in databases. The WCRP shall use great care in protecting 
this information from general release. 
C.  At no time will e-mail addresses be released to others outside of the party; except county party 
officers and committee officer email addresses that are made available for general release. 
D. At no time will phone numbers be released to others outside of the party, except county party 
officers and committee officer phone numbers that are made available for general release. 
E.  SMS OPT-IN Consent and Data will not be shared with third parties.
